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Frequently Asked Questions

Do I need safety surfacing under my
play equipment?

There should be a surface with some form
of impact attenuation under all items of play
equipment. Tarmac, concrete, brick, stone
and wood have no impact attenuation. If
the highest position at which the body is
normally suspended is above 600mm (2ft)
fromthe ground then an impact attenuating
surface IS required. However, grass or top
soilis considered a good surface for fall
heights of up to Tm.

How does rubber safety surfacing
compare to loose-fill wood chips, sand
or gravel?

On average rubber safety surfacing will pay
foritself in less than 3 to 4 years and will be
less expensive than wood chips, sand or
gravel over time. Loose fill materials become
displaced every time a child goes down a
slide or swing and will need to be racked
back into place after each time the children
play on the surface. Wood chips will also
disintegrate after several months. Loose

fill material creates a mess over the entire
site. There are also additional concerns of
glass, animal waste, bugs and other bacteria
that can form. The cost of maintenance

and replacement yearly will equal the same
amount over 3to 4 years as the initial rubber
safety surface installation.

Is there a minimum quantity or area for
an installation?

No. repairs and small areas can be dealt
with on a day rate basis.

Do you have your own designs
(animals, shapes etc) or do | have to
supply them?

Technix can provide basic designs at a
minimal additional cost. We do ask that you
provide us with a scalable drawing that we
can produce inthe field. Speak to one of
the team who will be able to help provide a
solution that meets both your requirements
and your budget.

What kind of sub-base do | need?

The various safety surfaces that we provide
are very flexible and can be installed over
compact sand, gravel, concrete and tarmac.
We ask that on any compacted aggregate
you should lay a minimum of 4 to 6 inches
of compacted material for proper drainage.
Tarmac and concrete will need to have
drains or be sloped to one side at about

a 2% slope. For optimum installation we
recommend concrete or tarmac.

Are all the colours the same price?

Technix offers a wide variety of colours
inour standard range. Terracotta, green,
beige, blue and black are the most common
colours. Other colours may be slightly
higher priced. Multi-colour designs are
priced based on the complexity and amount
of colour changes in the system.

Do you install in my area?

Yes! Technix offers a full nationwide
installation service.

What information do you need to
quote?

Typically, the basics are: Square footage,
playground equipment manufacturers
recommended critical fall height, colour
design and type of access to the site. Either
fillin a'Quote Request' on-line or call on the
number at the foot of the page.

A good percentage of our urban
projects have been rooftop installations.

What about repairs?

Repairs are handled with ease on all of
our products. Mats and Tiles can just be
replaced. Wet Pour is just cut out and
re-poured. It can sometimes be difficult to
match existing colours on older projects
due to fading over time. In this case, we
recommend cutting out a shape or design
and pouring in a different colour to create
the illusion that this design was part of the
original installation.

How are projects priced?

Our pricing is determined by several factors
such as - size of project, colours and designs
used and access to site. Other factors also
need to be considered which is why each
project is uniquely priced.

Is Wet Pour really porous?

Technix Wet Pour has small openings
throughout the system that allows water
to pass through freely to existing drains or
slope to nearest drain.

Critical Fall Height (c.FH.)

Specifying the correct surface and thickness

Playground operators must choose a surface with a Critical Fall Height rating that matches or exceeds the maximum possible ‘free height

of fall' from their play equipment. A separate Standard, EN 1177:2008, defines the Critical Fall Height tests. An instrumented 'headform'’
representing a child's head is dropped from various heights onto the test specimen, and its deceleration monitored. The greatest height of

fall that keeps maximum deceleration below the permitted level gives the Critical Fall Height rating for the surface product. If you require any
alternative heights from the ones displayed below, please contact our sales office.

Under low play equipment with free height falls of under 600mm, the surface is only required to have ‘'some impact-attenuating properties’.
We recommend 20mm thickness in this case and for general run-about areas. The top of the impact-attenuating surface should be at the level
of the base level mark on the playground equipment.
